To check if you are a registered Catholic 
school supporter and to change/correct your information on your 
municipal votersô list, you can:  go to your municipal office and fill 
out an application to be added to the list or correct information; 
OR at the polling station: verify that you are registered as a 
ñseparate school supporter.ò  If your support status is incorrect 
ask for an ñApplication to Amend Votersô Listò. This form may be 
completed and submitted at the polling station.  Catholic 
ratepayers must declare themselves to be Catholic and separate 
school electors in order to cast a vote in the election of separate 
Catholic school trustees in municipal elections.  Unfortunately, 
taxes by default are directed to the secular system, and many 
people are not aware of this.

Year 
to date in 2018, we have spent approximately $13,000 for snow 
clearing and salting at St. Anneôs and approximately $15,000 at 
Holy Angelsô. These are significant costs for the parishes but 
safety to parishioners is a priority.
